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What is Adopt-A-Street?

The Adopt-A-Street program is a beautification partnership
between the City of Norman and its citizens to remove litter from
streets. The goal 1s to keep our City cleaner and safer.

Here’'s the deal:

Organizations will Adopt-A-Street for a period of 2 years and recognition
signs will be installed on each end of the group’s adopted mile of City
street. You and your group pick up litter from your adopted mile at least
every 60 days. The City provides trash bags, safety vests to wear while
you work, as well as, safety training and traffic control devices. When
litter collection is performed, the City will pick up and dispose of your
filled trash bags.
